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good evening, fellow Gators.

My name is David Buchalter and I'm chairman of accent speaker's bureau. 
On July 1st, 1971, those of us ages 18 years and older were given an enormous responsibility.  The passage of the 26th amendment empowered every young man and woman across the nation to choose their own leaders to protect their homeland, safeguard their academy and send them to war.

In this prejudicial election of 1972, over 50% of the college age population voted.  The voter turnout later led to 25 percent of 18 to 24-year-olds casting a ballot in 2,000, a race decided in Florida only 500 votes.

Chomp the vote out is for student voter registration. They've done a tremendous job this year.  A huge thank you on behalf of the student government goes out to the staff for registering over 8,000 students with over 1,000 tonight.

[Applause]

 Tonight marks 29 days until the Nov 2nd election. Tonight is not the night for you to decide who to vote for or what issues matter most. Tonight is the night for you to take the stand, make a decision and commitment to register to vote on November

2nd. “Chomp the vote” staff will be outside after the show to help you fulfill this commitment to not only yourself but our generation.

On November 2nd make your voice heard and cast your ballot.

Tonight, accent is excited to host award winning documentarian and author, Michael Moore.

[Applause]

Thank you! Thank you!  It didn't look like this at Florida State, let me tell you!

Wow! This is absolutely incredible. I just -- I wish you could see it from this perspective.

Come on up. There are 2,000 people waiting outside that can't get in.

[Applause]

They came back, they came back and they asked, actually, there were more than 2,000 a half hour ago, they came in and said would it be okay to open up these seats behind me.

Did I feel safe? You guys got my back?

[Applause]

All right. I'm okay. Man, I'll tell you, this is really something.  Well, four weeks from tomorrow, four weeks from tomorrow, and hopefully regime change in America.

[Applause]

Boy, I hear somebody shouting four more years, but it sound -- it sounds like--

>> Boo

I swear to God, it sounded like four more wars, four more wars. Now, first of all, let's do something that doesn't happen at the Bush rallies, where you have to sign a loyalty oath to get in.  We welcome everyone here and we welcome our Republican brothers and sisters here tonight.

[Applause]

Now, be nice to them. Because this is not – this is not a nice time for them.

All right. And, you know, let me -- actually, I want to begin by telling you the things I like about Republicans. All right? Damn, he's going to say something nice about us.

I am, I actually am. Republicans are committed, they are dedicated, they are disciplined, they are relentless, they are like sharks who never stop. They are up at the crack of dawn every day this month working to get Bush elected in November.

Our side, we never see the crack of dawn unless we've been up partying all night!

[Applause]

On our side, it's like, Uh, the sun's coming up. Maybe we better go to bed. But not them.

Not them. They tuck themselves in early and they are up, and they're knocking on doors and they're making phone calls, and they're distributing literature, and they never stop and they won't stop. They have to do this. They have to do this. Because they know something many of us don't know. They know that America has become a liberal country. They know and they feel it. They know that the majority, not the minority, the majority of Americans believe women should be paid the same as men for the same work. They know that. They know that the majority of Americans don't believe assault weapons should be made available on the streets of America. They know that! They know that the majority of Americans don't believe the minimum wage should be

5.15 Dollars an hour. They know that.

[Applause]

They know that the majority of Americans believe we need stronger environmental laws not weaker environmental laws. And they know that the majority of Americans don't believe the long-arm of the government should have its hands on women's reproductive organs. And because they know that, and they know it, they're smart, they read. They listen. They know they're in the minority. That is why my hat is off to them, because even though they represent a minority view point   in this country, they control the

White House, the Senate, the House of Representatives, the Supreme Court, and the majority of the governorships in this country.

Yes, they do. Yes, they do.

They control the whole gang, even though they're not the majority of this country.

That is an incredible magic trick they've pulled off. Hats off to you! And the only way that we're going to turn it around is if we get up off our Ass, beginning tonight, and work and work and work for the next 30 days. That's the only way it's going to happen. They're counting on the majority of people not to vote. That's essentially how they stay in power, because the largest political party in America are the non-voters. Over 50% don't vote in most elections. That's the majority of Americans. Who are the non-voters?

Are they the wealth and the elite? No. No. They’re the poor, the disenfranchised, the single mothers and young adults. Those are your largest blocks of non-voters

For they’re the ones most affected by the policy those of Bush Administration and they're hoping those non-voters stay hope on November 2nd.

We're on a 60-city tour and we're going to all of the battle ground states and our mission is to get the non-voters out to vote in this election. It's not right. It's not right that the majority of Americans side with us on the issues and yet we don't have the power.

Something's wrong with that. Something's terribly wrong with that. You know, it's -- it's – in 1840s, when the women's movement began, that was the first women's movement, in the 1840s, a group of women had this radical notion that the majority gender should be able to vote.

The conservatives at that time made them out to be radical, radical extremists, don't listen to these women, they're un-American! Right? But that didn't stop them. Even though they didn't have the majority of Americans on their side, they didn't stop They moved forward, they fought hard. Women didn't get the right to vote until 1920. Not a single one of those women, in the 1840's lived to vote, not one of them. But that never stopped them. It never stopped them. They didn't have majority opinion on their side. Martin Luther king, the early days of the civil rights movement, didn't have the majority of Americans in agreement with him. That didn't stop him. That didn't stop him.

But the good news for us is we have the majority on our side. They agree with us on the issues. Even on the issue of this war. At the beginning of the war, more than 70 percent of the American public supported this war.  Now, 54 percent are opposed to this war.

The majority are with us . So, it would seem like a lot of our work has already been done for us. All we have to do is give a few people a ride to the polls on November 2nd. We don't -- we don't have to suffer like those women did in the 1840s. We don't have to suffer like those who worked for Dr. King did in the '50s and '60s. We don't have to suffer. We only have to hold out our hand and help a few people to the polls.

Ladies and gentlemen, the last remaining Nader voters in Florida.

Let's give it up. Now All right. Hang on. Hang on. These are good people. They have a good heart. I'm trying to give you a compliment. Would you shut the Fuck up? I used to be like that.  I had a hard time accepting compliments from people. There's help for feel like me and them. You know, Nader says six months. Hey, news flash, Nader says six months. That's what he'd do; he'd bring them home in six months.

Whoa! Nader says six months. I say six months. Anybody else here say six months? Yeah, yeah! Accept guess what I'm not going to be president, neither are you and neither is Ralph Nader. Anybody can say six months. I know. I thought of another one. I'll say healthcare for everyone. Ralph Nader is a friend of mine, and I am very sad, very sad to see this great American strike a match to his legacy. It’s unbelievable to watch this happen. I said to Ralph, I said to Ralph, this year, you know, Ralph, one of the traits of a great leader is the ability to listen. Not just to stand up and give speeches, have policies and positions and whatever, but to listen to the people. Ralph, you're not listening this year. To the people .The people have spoken. They don't want you to run. Your own party doesn't want you to run. You're not listening! Any ways, you know, I guess it feels good, though. They took my friends away. They feel good. They feel pure.

They're going to vote for Ralph, they're going to go to the voting booth and vote for Ralph because it feels good. It's all about me. It’s all about me feeling good and my ego. Yes. I'm going to go in the booth and vote for Ralph, oh, it feels so good.  I'm so much better than all those Kerry sheep, yes. I'm smarter than them, too.

I'm up on my high horse. I can look down on all of them because I voted for Ralph.

Oh, it feels so good. Oh, Ralph, Ralph, Ralph. You know, I got to say something to you, my friends.  Didn't your parents tell you when you were 14 that five minutes of feeling good has life-long implications?

Now, we have a new group. Now, we have a new group.

It's the Seminole Liberation Society .Oh, man.

>> Four more weeks.

>>Four more weeks is right. 

Four more weeks!

Four more weeks!

Four more weeks!

You know, it's weird, because the Republicans are usually pretty good at math.

You know. They're off by like four years. It isn't four months, it's four weeks.

It's unbelievable. 

Well, anyways, I was in the middle of complimenting Republicans for being able to pull off what they've pulled off, considering they don't represent the majority of Americans.

And, you know, our side, ever since the Republican concerning, between the Republican concerning and the debate, our side was whining and crying the whole time, right?

All my friends, oh, mike, oh Bush is ahead by 11 points. What are we going to do? Ah!

Oh!  John Kerry's not going to win. Can't you get Kerry to say something or do something? Oh!

That's how our side sounds. You ever hear the Republicans cry? No! They're a bunch of angry white guys! And a few women. And their girlfriends I'm sorry.

Oh, man. Listen; don't be too hard on them. You know, that sound of theirs, where they're always interrupting, like they just don't hear, they're trained by the fox news channel to interrupt, to interrupt and interrupt and interrupt you know. You can't get a word out edge-wise there when you go on there. Shut up, shut up, no, you shut up. All day long, fox news channel. Shut up. We'll be right back, no, you shut-up

Yeah! Ugh!

It's the sound, my friends. It's the sound of a dieing dinosaur. They know.

They know their time is up. It's all over for them. It's too bad, too. The angry white guy has had like 10,000 years in charge. That's a long time. It's been a good run and that's why the O'Reillys and scar Scarboroughs are so upset. 10,000 years and we lose the power while O'Reilly and Scarboroughs are in charge? I tell you why not.62 percent of this country I are either female or people of color.  That is almost two-thirds of the country. The country does not look like me. The majority of the country looks like Oprah And that's why they're so upset. The game's over. The chicks and the faggots have taken over! I'm melting. I'm melting oh! And, guys, listen, Republican guys, it's time to start being nice because they're going to be in charge. And you kind of taught them how to try it minorities and you're going to be the minority and it ain't going to be pretty!

You know. It's hard being a guy you know, a white guy these days, you know. Argh!

You know. I mean, we used to perform a useful function for ages, right?

We had two important functions; keep the species going, right? And get something off the top shelf. That was the guy job. Now that artificial insemination has been invented, and the portable aluminum stepladder has been invented, we're sort of irrelevant. We have to be nice to the 62 percent majority, guys. It's hard to be nice.

Please? No. No, not four more years. It's all over.

if you say the H word, they start to explode. Ooh, Clinton. Ooh! Ooooooh .

Clin-ton. Clin-ton. Yeah, I love the Bush and the Republican response to the 9/11 Commission. Well, they -- it was Clinton's fault, too. It was Clinton's fault, too. Equal blame. Equal blame. Right? Okay. Well, let me put it to you this way. If my wife has the car for most of the day and drives around, doesn't fill it up, I get in the car at night and I'm going down the road and it runs out of gas, whose fault is it? the Republican guys love it, it's the wife's fault . But that's their new MO, blame somebody else. I'm the one behind the wheel and it's my responsibility to check the gas gauge and it was Bush's responsibility to have a meeting with Richard Clarke. Just one meeting with Richard Clark, that's all we have to have.

No, no, no, no. Blame somebody else. Don't take responsibility for your actions, right? Blame it on Clinton, blame it -- yeah, Clinton's a good one to blame it on. You point out how Bush has lied. Hugo, well, Clinton lied. Clinton lied. Right? Yeah. About a blowjob! Wait! News flash! CNN is on. Let's see how many people died from a blow job today! It's still none. It's still none. And how many people have died from Bush's lies, from Rumsfeld's lies, from Cheney's lies, from Wolfowitz' lies? How many have died in this country?

[Applause]

>> That’s right. Support our troops. That's right. That's right. Support our troops.

And bring them home! Bring them home!

[Applause]

You know, I have never seen a president have more contempt for our brave young men and women in the armed forces than this president. Absolute contempt. Absolute contempt. You remember at the beginning of the war, he tried to cutout their combat pay, do you remember that? Then, he closed V.A. Hospitals. And then today, the front-page story in the paper in today's paper. Because of the Bush tax cutout for the rich, there's not enough money to pay the pensions of those who served in our armed forces, they're not going to pay their pensions. Boo!

>> Yeah, today, today.

Yeah, you wish, you wish. But there's the truth, and the truth hurts .

But it's the truth that's going to liberate us and put Bush out of the White House on November 2nd.

Okay. Now, listen. We've been a little harsh here on the Republicans.

So, and in the last week here, you know, because we've been -- is our

16th stop on this tour, but this our big night here tonight, because we booked this a long time ago because we wanted to be here in Gainesville on the night before the DVD was to be released for "Fahrenheit 9/11”. And we wanted to be here -- we wanted to be here as the clock struck 12:00 because this is the scene of the crime. This is the scene of the crime, right here in the state of Florida, and I thought, you know, in the interest of fairness and showing that even though we disagree with our Republican brothers and sisters in here, we are happy, I'm happy that you're involved. It's much better to be involved than to sit it out. If everybody sat it out, we wouldn't have this great democracy.

So, -- I -- I appreciate your involvement, even though we have our disagreements.

And as a gift to you, our crew and myself, while we've been on the road, we have this little McIntosh with us, we were so inspired by those swift boat ads, the humanity of those ads, going after John Kerry because he was only wounded three times, or as bob Dole said, he didn't bleed. He didn't bleed. What did that other Republican say?

Kerry was never hit by a bullet, it was only shrapnel. Oh. I didn't know that.

Just shrapnel. Well, I don't think those ads went far enough. So I've put together, free of charge, my own 30-second spots I'm going to give to Bush and the Republican Party

My gift to them, just to show that even though we have our disagreements, we're all in this together, as Americans, we're going to sink or swim together. So, if you don't mind, I haven't put these on TV yet, or we haven't put them on the Internet. If you would like to see them and be amongst the first?

There's a half a dozen of them and they run for 30 seconds each. I hope the equipment works here. We'll let them run. My gift to--

>> So full of love.

Let's show them.

Mr. Kerry's biggest supporter, senator Max Cleland claims to have lost two legs and an arm in Vietnam, but he still has one arm. How did that happen? One word? Cowardice.

When duty called, he was unwilling to give his last limb with the country. Is that the kind of person you want hanging out with the president of the United States? We think not.

Vote for the man who would be willing to give America his right to frontal lobe, vote Bush.

When the bullets were flying all around him in Vietnam, what did John Kerry do?

He ducked. Do you want a president who will duck? Vote Bush.

This contempt that I spoke of for our troops, in the last year and half since the war began, I've received over 3,000 letters from soldiers in Iraq. They are powerful letters, where they speak the truth about what they've seen. And you saw some of them in "Fahrenheit 9/11", speaking to the camera, and telling the American people what they saw going on in Iraq. This Army group, it's called "booksforsoldiers.com" a book mobile on the Internet for soldiers. And they provide free books in the PX tents in Iraq; soldiers can go in and order any book they want. The number one requested book non-fiction by soldiers in Iraq is anything by Michael Moore. And -- it's a little fact -- it's little fact you won't hear on the fox news channel because it goes against the image that they need to paint. But these soldiers, you see, they're there so they know. I've received a number of letters and I put them into this book. I asked the publisher, please, if they could get it out before the election, this week, this book is coming out. I want Americans to read these letters from these soldiers There's no commentary from me . I let them read these letters in their own words. If you get a chance to pick this up, Xerox it, steal it, pass it around, whatever.

[Applause]

I'm not a big believer in the copyright laws of this country. I think -- I think you should have the right to share information. And I don't believe police -- police should be raiding your dorm room because you're downloading a song.  I don't believe that somebody has the right to take somebody's work and their labor and their art and make a profit off it.

I don't think that's right. I think you have a right to share a book, a song, a movie with you're friends and family and fellow students. I don't think there's -- just don't think that that should be illegal. And it may mean that the studios and the record companies make less money, but don't you think that all of us in the movies and record business make enough money anyways? So, you know -- and when I was your age, that's how you found out about a new group, somebody gave you a cassette tape of the band and you got to like the band and then you bought their records, and then the band made more money.

I just don't understand the thinking behind this. If they didn't want to put things out digitally, they shouldn't have. Once you go digital, that's like putting your sofa out on the curb and then being -- somebody took my sofa. Well, yeah, you put it out on the curve. I mean, go back to vinyl if you don't -- you know – if you're going to make it digital, that's just the way it is. Anyways -- I'd like to read -- although you, sir, have downloaded way too much. Police are currently in your dorm room right now. Can I read one of these letters from the soldier? Bootleg copies of "Fahrenheit 9/11" have ended up on the bases and streets of Baghdad. I have no idea how they got there.

Dear Mike.

My name is specialist Nicolas Frye. I'm rifleman with the first armored division.

I recently bought a bootleg copy of your new movie. Tell your producers I apologize.

I was so inspired by it, I wrote my best friend's dad a letter about it. He's a Vietnam veteran. For some reason, he's a Republican and he sent me and e-mail bad mouthing your movie.  I made an attempt at converting him. I respect and look up to this man greatly and this was hard to do. I've received 15 months of pro-Bush e-mail and it's driving me crazy. this is the letter I wrote to this man, for the Vietnam vet .

>> dear sir I recently saw a copy of the movie in bed here . All the movie does is show the Bush Administration and cost of their dirty work. I would never preach to you about the loss of a comrade as I know you know all too well about this from your time in Nam.

I, too, have held the wounds of my friends and screamed medic as we waited far too long for an evac. I have laughed at dead civilians and said Fuck them they got in a way.

I have collected my two grand a month while the bus driver for Halliburton over here makes five times what I do. These disgusting memories will stay with me for life as I'm sure yours do. I have a choice to make and that choice becomes more clear every time a soldier dies to line the pockets of rich men that will never lose sleep over the blood they have spilled. My views may come as a shock to you and I look up to you as a great man that served his country when it was not the most popular thing to do. I spent days wondering if I should even send this e-mail out of fear you would look down on me.

But I must. Because I do not consider myself a Republican and I wonder how a person could. And this is why. I do not come from a wealthy family and I don’t believe a CEO should make 200 percent more than his average employee and then sell his stock and buy and island where the law can't find him. I somehow fell in love with a beautiful black girl and I do plan on mixing our races. Sorry, John Ashcroft. I don't believe -- I don't believe that the government should be able to know what books I'm reading or be able to arrest me without a trial.

I don't think that America should be the only western country to put people to death as if it were God's will. I don't understand why we waste 24,000 dollars a year locking up a drug user when treatment is half the cost.

[Applause]

I know that this is a hell of a lot coming from a punk kid, who's eating your wife's delicious meals and helping distract you while Scott stole your cigarettes only five years ago. But this is how I feel .I hope I don't piss you off too bad because that's not my intention. I love you and your family very much. I know I'm always welcome, even if I am a bleeding heart liberal now. Hope to see you soon, signed

And what he prays will be his last night in Iraq. Mike, I could not believe I had the Balls to hit send, but I did, and I will continue to do it, until this tyrant is out of office.

Upon my return to the states, I will buy 100 tickets to your movie, and pass them out for free at my local movie theater while standing there in uniform. Thank you, mike .

why don't we hear from the soldiers? Why don't we hear from the mothers and fathers of those who died in Iraq? They should be on the nightly news every night? Why don't we hear from these voices in the media? I don't understand this. Don't they have a say in this election? Shouldn't they have a say? An average of three soldiers a day died in September. That means every night, three mothers and three fathers received a knock on the door, telling them that their child was dead. And as the mother from flint, Michigan says, in my film, for what? For what?

that's a horrible feeling to have. It's a horrible feeling to have. You know, I just – there was a Navy sailor who stopped me on the street a few months ago.

And he said to me, you know, I was on a ship off Iraq the night you gave that Oscar speech.  I was so angry at you I booed you. Everyone on the ship booed you We were watching the Oscars on the ship and we were so angry at you for saying, in the first week of the war, that we were being led to war for fictitious reasons. And he said to me, I've been there a year now and I've seen what's really going on and I just want to apologize to you. I stopped him and I said, wait, wait. You, you don't apologize to me.

I, and the American people, apologize to you for sending you into harm's way, when it wasn't necessary, when it wasn't necessary . We risked your life. We are sorry, we are sorry. Please accept our apology. Please forgive us for doing this to you ! I said to the sailor, what did you do? You didn't do anything wrong, being angry at me. You didn't do anything wrong. Because Iraq doesn't look like such a nice place right now, does it? So, what was your plan? Okay. You made up this Saddam thing. That was never the plan. So we had the first Gulf War But we stop a few hundred miles south of bed Baghdad Right in the middle of the war, Bush flip-flops and decides to keep Saddam in power. A few days after that, he flip-flops again, if to the Shiites want to have an uprising, we'll support them. Remember that?  the Shiites had an uprising. As soon as they did, Bush one flip-flopped again, said, you know what, I'm not going to support their uprising, and he didn't and he left Saddam to massacre them. Move it up to 1998 .

Bushys are out of power, Clinton's in the White House. So Don Rumsfeld, Don Rumsfeld and Paul Wolfowitz and a few others, this group called the project for the new American century, they send a letter to Clinton, saying that he should topple Saddam Hussein. These are the same people who left him in power and who didn't back the Shiites when they had an uprising. Now, they want Clinton to do their job for them. Clinton says, I'm not going to do that. Three years later in the 2000 election, Bush junior, the flip-flop happens again. Jim Lahrer said, what would you do about the troops? Bush said I don't believe in nation building.  I don't believe in sending our troops around the world to do regime change. Do you remember? But, within 24 hours, after September 11th , just 24 hours later, Bush says to Richard Clarke, his terrorism Czar, Iraq did this, right?  Iraq did this? Clarke goes, no, sir, this was Al Quaeda. Yeah, but what have you got on Iraq?

Sir, Al Quaeda is in Afghanistan. That's two countries over. I know, I know, I know.

Why don't you go see what you can dig up on Iraq? Isn't that amazing? 3,000 people died and within 24 hours, his focus was not on capturing the people who murdered 3,000 people, it was on going into Iraq to get the oil .I mean, I don't want to believe that, I just don't -- as much as I don't like Bush, I just -- oh, my God. Do you remember how you felt on September 12th Yeah, four more years of that I don't think so !

[Applause]

I don't think so! Because we cannot take another Bush flip-flop on Iraq. We can't take it.

Too many people died. The fact they would have the disgraceful audacity to use the deaths of 3,000 people to then go and kill other people, it's -- it's just -- it boggles my mind.  I can't believe the people -- your worst enemy, you wouldn't think, would do something like this. They don't want the truth to come out. They don't want – they didn't want the 9/11 commission, remember that? Bush opposed all commissions investigating it. He didn't want a Congressional one, he didn't want an independent one, he said, we don't need any investigation. We don't need any investigation. The largest attack ever on our soil . We don't need an investigation? Unbelievable ! You know, and then, when he finally gave in to this independent investigation, they were under funded and they were rushed to give a decision -- get a decision made before the conventions. You know how much money they had? About 18 million for this investigation . 18 million.

Do you know how much Ken Starr got to investigate the blow job and the stay in on the blue dress and whitewater, and the Clinton tuff? Almost 80 million ! 80 million .

My friends, my friends, imagine, if you were a Martian, and you came to earth and you were sent to try and figure out what the priorities were of the Americans.

Okay. Let's see. 17, 18 million to investigate deaths of 3,000 people. 80 million to find out where Clinton placed his cigar. What is wrong with us? This is absolute -- I got to

show you something here. I put this on the DVD. The rest of America will see it tomorrow. I want to show you this tonight here.

[Applause]

Remember, Bush with the 9/11 commission, remember, first he opposed the commission, and then he said he wouldn't testify, right? and then he said, okay, we'll do a little meet and greet. Me and Cheney. Cheney has to be there, right? Remember that? So, he has – they have -- they -- he finally lets the 9/11 commission in, to have this little meeting. I just happened to have CSPAN on that afternoon. I couldn't believe what I saw. That night on the news, I didn't see them show what I saw live that afternoon. Bush came out of the meeting, with the 9/11 commission, into the rose garden and started talking to reporters.

It was like that seven minutes in the Sarasota classroom. Except he was talking this time. It wasn't the -- it wasn't the deer in the headlights thing. Which is maybe unfair to deer, to say that. 

I made up my own little copy of "my pet goat" here. We're going to give these away. He bent his head down and started to run for the robber.

The robber was bending – 

>a carjacking story being read to a bunch of 7-year-olds. 

A car robber bent over and the goat hit him with his sharp horns.

The car robber went flying.

The girl said, my goat stopped him.

Yes, her dad said, that goat saved my car.

The car robber said, something hit me when I was trying to steal your car.

> They were having a conversation with a carjacker.

The girl said, my goat hit you.

The girl smiled.

The goat smiled.

Her dad smiled.

But the car robber did not smile.

He said, I am sore, the end.

Maybe that's why Bush was sitting there. He wanted to find out what happened at the end of the story, you know. He hadn't heard a good carjacking story in a while. Unbelievable.

I just -- I don't know. Can you imagine other president sitting there, after being told, sir,

America is under attack, and sitting there for nearly seven minutes?

Can you -- just imagine Bill Clinton sitting there or Jimmie Carter, or Reagan or

Nixon or Eisenhower or even Bush's dad !

I have a theory, though.  If you've heard Cheney talk about those moments, he was at the White House. They immediately came and got Cheney. According to him when he told Tim Russert, he said, they lifted me up out of my chair and my feet never hit the ground until I was in the situation room. He was calling the shots. They got Cheney in the bunker, protected. I think the reason Bush sat there for seven minutes is because they forget about him. They forget he was sitting there. It was like seven minutes later, somebody in the White House said, oh, Shi, he's still sitting there. Somebody go in there and get him out of there.

You know, I didn't put this in my movie, but he then stayed at the school another 20 minutes after the seven minutes he sat there. He said, he didn't want to upset the children, that's why he sat there, right, you know. Why did you stay in the school a half hour, if the nation is under attack, that means as commander in chief, you're the number one target.

If you cared about the safety of those children, you would remove yourself from the school immediately.

any ways, let me show you-could you see the screen okay?

>> yes !

>> okay . Let me show you this. This is Bush coming out after being interviewed by the 9/11 commission.  They didn't show it that night on TV, and you're going to see why, because you don't want to sit at home eating dinner, looking  this and saying to yourself, this is the leader of the free world? Take a look.

>> read it !  >> focus  >> read it !  >> hello, hello !

The vice president and I just finished a -- a good conversation with the 9/11commission.

It was wide ranging . It was important. It was -- it was a good discussion. I appreciate the members. I want to thank the chairman and vice-chairman for bringing the commission here and giving us a chance to share views on different subjects . And they had a lot of good questions . And I'm glad I did it. I'm glad I took the time This is an important commission and it's important that they – ask the questions they ask so they can help make recommendations necessary to better protect our homeland. It was -- I enjoyed it.

Let me answer a couple of questions.

>> Mr. President, what topic did the commissioners want to spend most of the time on and were there any subjects that you didn't answer or were advised by your counsel not to answer?

I was never advised by my counsel not to answer anything. I answered every question asked.  It's probably best I not go into the details of the conversation, let them incorporate it into their report. There was a lot of interest -- excuse me, a lot of interest about how to better protect America. They're very interested in the recommendations they're going to lay out and I'm interested in those as well. We discussed a lot of things, Terry a lot of subjects. And Uh, it was Uh, very cordial conversation. I was impressed by the questions

And it was -- I think it helped them understand how I think and how I run the White House and how we deal with threats .

 >> as you know, a lot of critics suggest you wanted to appear jointly with the vice president so you could keep your story straight. Tell us what you think of the value of appearing together, how you would answer those critics?

first of all, if we had something to hide we wouldn't have met with them

in the first place. We answered all their questions. I came away good about the session because I wanted them to know -- you know, how I set strategy, how we run the White House, how we deal with threats. The vice president answered a lot of their questions, answered all their questions, and I think it was important to see our body language as well, how we work together. It was -- you know, the commissioners will speak for themselves over time. They will let you know whether they thought it was fruitful series of discussions. I think they found it to be useful. Yeah .

>> Mr. President, --

yes.

>> don't you think the families deserve to have a transcript or to be able to

see--

you asked me that question yesterday. I've got the same answer. Yeah.

>> do you have any confidence there were no Al Queda operatives active in the country today

I can't say that. I'm not going to get into any more details about what they just asked me. I told them I wanted to get into more details of what you asked me and just fell into your trap. We are still vulnerable to attack. The reason why is Al Quda still exists, Al Queda's dangerous, Al Queda hates us. We have to be correct 100 percent of the time defending America. They have to be right once . Therefore, people need to know we're working; we the government at all levels are working long hours to protect America.

We're doing the best we can. The best way to secure America is to stay on the offensive and bring those people to justice before they harm America again. That's what we're continuing to do. So long as there's an Al Queda enemy that is willing to kill, we're vulnerable. Thank you all.

There you , unedited and uncensored. Yes, Mr. President, we are vulnerable .

Fewer have made us more vulnerable. We are less safe in this world as a result of your actions. This war has become a recruitment film for Al Quaeda. Thank you for making us less safe in this world. Well, I put that on the DVD. I think people should see that.

The distributor of my movie, the DVD wasn't supposed to come out until Thanksgiving. I convinced them to put it out before the election because I think people need to see the film, see this footage. I put on 90 minutes more footage, 90 more minutes on this. And this has driven the Republicans crazy that people are going to see the movie. 20 million have seen it already. Not counting the Republicans who, you know, bought  ticket for Shrek 2 are and went into the Fahrenheit movie I feel bad, because I've turned them all into criminals. It's like porno for the Republicans. Excuse me. But another 20 to 40 million will see the movie now before election day, and it's -- we're working to try and get it on TV the night before the election.

And --

[Applause]

 it's -- I don't know if I'm going to be successful.

I'm optimistic and I think we'll have a pretty good chance it will be somewhere on a TV screen way up or down the dial. But I don't care. I just want it so people don't even have to leave their homes to be able to see it. I'm hoping November 1st, that night, one time only, we'll get it on some form of television. So, encourage people to watch this, because, you know, the Republicans and the conservatives have come after me, but it's – they can't go after the mother from flint in the movie. They can't refute the entire second half of the film, when we hear from the soldiers in Baghdad about how they feel. That's what's made the movie a very dangerous thing to them. They've taken their own polls on it. Republican pollsters have been polling and they found the movie changes people's minds.

If you're on the fence before going into the movie, you fall off the fence somewhere during the movie. That's bad news for the Republicans. So, I can understand why they're upset at me. They should be upset. I intend to play my part in making sure they are going to be finished and over with on November 2nd.

now, let me tell you a little bit about what we want to do here tonight. We're on this tour and we're calling it the slacker uprising tour. All right. Because I was one of the original slackers, I identify with those of you who would prefer to sleep in and not do a hell of a lot. I used to -- here's a good example. I asked the students backstage, I said, what's the big issue on campus? They all said parking. I assume they didn't mean parking and making out, it just meant there's not enough parking spaces, right? I had the same problem, but because I was one of the original slackers, I went to the -- my second year of college, it was a commuter campus, not enough parking spaces, the first day, I'm driving around for an hour, couldn't find a parking space, and after an hour, I just said, Fuck it, I'm dropping out and I went home. I told my parents, I said, I just dropped out of college. They said, why? I couldn't find a parking space. That's not a reason. Yes, it is. I'm going to my room. Knock before entering. So I understand this, you know. For want of a parking space, I couldn't bring myself to continue college. So this part of before we close tonight, I just want to -- are there any slackers in the room here tonight? We have lots of slackers. All right. All right. A lot of you probably have forgotten to register and put it off to the last minute. Now, voting registration In Florida ended at 5:00 today.

But they have sent registrars here, thanks to “chomp the vote .”

In this arena tonight, this is the only location in the entire State of Florida where you can register until midnight. The only location right here, on the university of Florida campus !

How many -- who here has not registered to vote? Who still has not registered?  You've not registered to vote yet. Who else? Who has not registered to vote? Stand up. Come on. Who has not registered to vote? Over here. Stand up. Stand up. Stand up. Who else?

Who else do I have? Listen, I'm going to make you an offer you can't refuse. All right?

If you will register with this man right now, I will give you a week's supply of the sustenance of slackers everywhere, Roman noodles! Will you register to vote? Are you going to register? All right. Give her noodles ! Will you register? I do have anyone over here? Who will register? Are you registered? Will you register? Get a form over to him right now. Here's your noodles ! All right. Who else do we got? Guys, you're not registered? All right. Also, I have an option, I have an option for the guys. If you will register tonight, if you're a slacker, clean underwear. Clean underwear, if you will register tonight. Will you register? You guys are not going to be caught dead in this underwear, are you? Will you register? You will? Hand him a form. Stand up.

Hand him a form. Hang on. Don't worry, ma'am, it was clean underwear . All right.

I've got more noodles and I've got more underwear. I want everyone registered.

There are people outside the arena tonight. They will register you. It will be counted.

You will be able to vote. You only have two requirements to register, to be able to register. You'll be 18 by November 2nd and you will have lived here in Florida for 30 days by November 2nd. That applies to all of you. You don't even have to go to class to qualify. All right? Now, listen. I want to say this to my slacker friends, okay? I understand why some of you don't vote. Politicians, they're all corrupt. I agree. All right?

This year, the stakes are very high. And I don't want you to change your position.

Kerry. All right? That's all, just a little shift . Just a little shift in your position.

You know, we have a slacker slogan for this tour. Sleep till noon, drink beer, vote Kerry November 2nd. Or -- -the short of version, pick nose, pick butt, pick Kerry. Very simple. Do we have any non-voters? anybody over 25 who hasn't voted in the last elections or two? Anybody over 25 who hasn't voted? Any non-voters?

Right there. Ma'am, will you vote in this election? I'm not even going to ask you who you're going to vote for, I'm happy if you'll get involved. Will you vote in this election

You commit in front of 12,000 people hear you vote? You get a free DVD. Free DVD.

[Applause]

Any other non-voters who will vote? Now, come on. Are you a non-voter? Over 25?

Non-voters who will vote this year. I'm counting on you, be honest, don't just do this for a DVD. Non-voter, you didn't vote in the last election? Why didn't you vote in the last election? Sir, the polls are open afternoon. You can sleep until noon, it's okay. You'll vote this year? You'll get a DVD. And I think you need some clean underwear. I'm going to run out of noodles here. Okay. Now, listen. Hang on before we go here. Hang on.

We need volunteers. It's not just about registering and voting. We, like our Republican friends over here, one more hand for them, too, by the way.

Na-Na-Na N ha hey, hey goodbye. Na na na na. All right.

We need to you volunteer. Student Democrats are out there . Local organizations are here. Sign up. We've got to get everyone out to vote. Everyone out to vote. Green's for Kerry. We want everyone. Conservative Democrats,middle of the road, left wing, the tent is big. Recovering Republicans, welcome ! Come in to the tent. You believe in the same

things, come on.  It's okay. I want to tell you that this -- I'll never forget this night here at the University of Florida, this has been incredible. Let's get out there on November 2nd and remove George W. Bush and put Kerry in the White House.

Thank you, Gators . Thank you, Gators. Go, Gators. Go, Gators !
